1．QUALIFICATION 

(1) Applicants must have Thai nationality and have been born on or after April 2, 2002.  

(2) Applicants must have attained a cumulative GPA of at least 3.00 on a 4.00 GPA scale at an upper 

secondary school. 

2．APPLICATION AND SELECTION PROCEDURES IN THAILAND 

The Embassy of Japan in Thailand will conduct the First Screening of applicants by means of screening 

the submitted application documents, written examination and interview. The decision on successful 

candidates made by the Embassy of Japan is final and the reasons will not be disclosed. Any queries on the 

final decision will not be entertained.

The Embassy of Japan does not request to submit Recommendation 
Letter and Medical Certificate at the time of application. Applicants will be requested to submit after 
have passed the first screening.  

3. Applicants must paste photographs to the Application Form and Admission Form. However, the 
photograph data can also be pasted and printed out.
